Directions to The Copse 
From the A30 travelling west – at 
Chiverton Cross Roundabout (the 
one for Truro A390 and St Agnes 
etc) continue on the A30 to Redruth.  
Exit A30 at next slip road (sp 
Helston Scorrier etc).  Under 
railway bridge and at nest O turn R 
to Redruth.  At next O (Factory 
Shop on your L) go straight ahead.  
Next mini O turnL (sp Falmouth).  
At next double O turn L (sp St 
Day).  At boundary of St Day turn 
sharp R (sp Gwennap Pit).  Up the 
lane (1 mile).  Ignore the next sp to 
Gwennap Pit carry on up the lane 
the road bears R –at that point there 
is a grass area on the L of the bend 
with three gates.  The Copse is the 
third gate.  Go through the gate and 
bear L up the gravel drive.
